Discussion of the Haber process and the development of fertilizers that enables larger scale production of food – the Haber process is responsible for sustaining one third of the population of the earth.


Ask pupils to describe their areas of knowledge of energy in the universe


Describe how knowledge of that energy can be inferred by observing space

With links to design technology a bridge design seminar could be given. With links to materials technology and shape structure bridges could be built and tested using weights.

Evaluate the structural benefits of the pupils’ designs.
